Additional Assistive Technology Resources For WorkSource
Accessibility Features in Windows XP:

To turn these feature on and off, go to Start/ Accessories/ Accessibility or open Utility Manager by pressing WINKEY+U.

· Magnifier: provides basic screen magnification, including an inverted (white on black) high contrast mode.

· Narrator: provides basic screen reading.

· On-Screen Keyboard: is a basic on-screen keyboard to be used with hands free keyboarding (ex. With a Quadjoy mouse)

The following use keyboard commands to activate (a sound and dialog box will appear when function is activated):

· Filter Keys: slows down keyboard repeat rate and allows Windows to ignore brief or repeated keystrokes.

· To turn on and off: Press Right SHIFT for approximately eight seconds.
· High Contrast: inverts the colors on the computer screen to white text on dark background.

· To turn on and off:  Left ALT +Left SHIFT +PRINT SCREEN. 

· Mouse Keys: allows one to control the mouse pointer by using the numeric keypad on the keyboard.
· Turn on and off:  Left ALT + Left SHIFT + NUM LOCK.
· Sticky Keys: allows one to use SHIFT, CTRL, ALT or Windows key by pressing one key at a time. Important for one handed typists or those individuals using an onscreen keyboard.
· To turn on and off: Press SHIFT five times.
· Toggle Keys: plays a sound alert when pressing CAPS LOCK, NUM LOCK, and SCROLL LOCK. Important for those who occasionally inadvertently make unintended keystrokes.
· To turn on and off:  Press NUM LOCK for five seconds.
